RESIDENTIAL-BUSINESS BLOCK AND THE CINEMA ON THE
PARTIZAN'S SQARE IN UZICE (1961)

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Summary: The business-residential
building on the Partisan’s Square, the
eastern block A, is an object designed
by the architect Milorad Pantovi¢. In the
building is a cinema, business space
and apartments. Due to its function, the
building has a basis that is divided into
three parts: a large and small corpus
and a cinema hall. The groundfloor and
mezzanine are grouped into one whole
and contain business space. The rest of
the floors, from the first to the fifth, is
devoted for apartments. The large
corpus has an inverted zone of ground
and mezzanine, while colonnades are
located on the main facade line. The
small corpus has a fully enclosed part
of the building. The upper part of the
building is composed by repeating the
one typical floor. The upper volume of
the building is composed of flat wall
surfaces perforated with large windows.
The central part is a shallow terrace.
The corpus composition ends with wall
1.7 meters height. The structure of the
building is a reinforced concrete
skeleton, the brick is filled in an cement
mortar, the surface treatment of the
walls is flat mortar, the windows and
door are made in wood. The ground
floor of the building is covered with
stone tiles. This building represents an
important stage in the development of
architecture in Serbia and irreplacable
part of the Partisan’s Square in UZice.

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1. INTRODUCTION

The Partisan’s Square is formed by a
series of buildings that cover it from the
west, north and east sides. By
composing the urban whole, the
architect is a series of objects that are
continuously build the boundary of the
square. In this way, the complex is
divided into blocks West, North and
East.

The block west and north was designed
by architect Stanko Mandi¢ while the
Istok block was designed by the
architect Milorad Pantovi¢. Residential-
business building with the Cinema is
located in eastern part of the Square,
(on the original urban scheme marked
as building "A"). It is located in the
whole, which was designed by architect
Milorad Pantovi¢ from Belgrade. For the
analysis in this paper, was used Stanko
Mandié [1], Aleksej Brkié [2] and Zivota
Markovié¢ [3] papers and books.

2. DOCUMENTATION

The building is located in the eastern
block of the central plateau of the
Square. The building is formed by two
rectangles (oriented toward the street
and square) and the whole of the
cinema hall (which is formed in the yard
of the block). On the north side of the
building, the building relies on the
building of the City Tavern. The
southern corps from the east leans on a
high rise building that occupies the
corner of the block and very
successfully designed (architect
Jovanka Jeftanovi¢). The space in front
of the large corridor occupies a
pavement in front of which there is a
simply shaped lawn which is cut in two

On the south side, both the large and
the small corps, are oriented towards
the street. The entrance to the large
corpus is formed by two staircase
verticals into which it is accessed from
the ground floor. Small corpus (towards
the street) entrance is organized from
the same street in the corner of the
building. The entrance to the cinema is
through a large corpus and occupies
the largest part of its middle part.
Organization

The building contains a complex
program of private / public (residential /
business) units distributed in 8 floors:
basement, ground floor, mezzanine and
five floors. In the basement are
pantries. Vertical communication is
compose staircase and two elevators
(personal and freight). The business
space (small corpus) contains its own
basement space with access to the
internal staircase. On the ground floor
are entrances in two staircase verticals,
business premises (in the southern part
of the building), entrance to the cinema
and bicycle storage (in the northern part
of the building). In the mezzanine
(gallery) is a space for two staircase
verticals, a gallery (in the southern part
of the building), a space in the
mezzanine of the cinema part of the
building and the air space for the
bicycle storage (in the northern part of
the building).

The first floor: comosed by two groups
with two apartments (without terrace).
In the northern part of the building are
three apartments. The north flat has a
double orientation. The apartment is
accessed through the corridor in the
central part. From the hallway he
approaches the room (oriented towards
the Square), the kitchen (with the
pantry) and the bathroom (to the
courtyard of the building). The studio is
composed by an entrance, one room
and the bathroom. The south apartment
has a central hallway. By the courtyard
is a kitchen (with a pantry), a bathroom

In the southern half of the building are
three apartments (a little larger area
than those located in the northern part
of the building). The most moderate
apartment basically has a two-way
orientation. From the hallway is
accessed in the kitchen (with pantry),
bathroom, room (to the yard) and room
(to the square). The middle apartment
contains a one-way orientation: over
the hallway access to the bathroom,
and two rooms (right and left). The
south apartment has three sides
orientation. It is arranged around the
centrally set corridor. From the hallway
is accessed in the kitchen (to the
courtyard), two rooms (to the street)
and one room (to the square).

From the second to the fifth floor, a
similar organization was kept like on the
first floor. On the facade to Square and
towards the street are added a terrace
of 1 meter depth. In the northern part of
the building the terrace is 1.5 meters
deep. On the south facade of the
building a terrace of depth of 1.0 meters
was formed with its entire width.
Construction

The building was built in an reinforced
concrete skeleton system. Fields are
filled with walls made in clay brick and
cement mortar. The fagade is plastered
and painted after. The inner walls are
plastered. The floor is parquet (in
rooms) and terrazzo (bathroom, kitchen
and staircase). The windows and
balcony doors on the apartments are
made in wood, without overhead. The
roof has a slight inclination. The gutter
receiving the rainwater is located in the
middle of the base of the building.
Decline of deck levels from the facade
to the middle.

Shaping

The building occupies an angular
position of the block. The basis of the
building is divided into two parts. Both
parts have the same fagade concept.
The differences in the design of the
facade are due to the influence of the

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urban environment and location. A
similar conception was applied to the
buildings of high rise building and
neighboring City cafe.

The long block, oriented towards the
Square, consists of two parts: the
ground floor + mezzanine. The ground
and mezzanine are deeply withdrawn
from the main facade of the building. In
the withdrawn part was formed a porch.
In the basic concept of Partisan Square
the porch is designed along the
perimeter of the complex. Pillars are
through two floors (ground and
mezzanine) and, due to the topography
of the terrain, their height increases.
The diameter of the columns is 40 cm,
the height is 650 cm, and the ratio of
the diameter / height is 1: 16.25. These
proportions are the result of a
construction need.

The inner corpus of the building is a
combination of vertical and horizontal
elements. According to the project of
verticals in this facade level there are
equal thicknesses as columns in the
colonnade. In this way, they suggest a
spatial grid (viewed from a small
distance) and floating (from a long
distance). Also, this reduces the
impression of the mass of the object
and increases the impression of the
volume.

The upper block of the building is
modeled as a regular square, divided
into two parts: first floor and 2nd-5th
floor. The first floor does not have a
terrace. The deep niche, in the middle
of the building, extends from the
second to the fifth floor.

The first floor serves as a connecting
element between the colonnade and
the corps with terraces. The author
removed all the terraces and arranged
the window holes in the same rhythm.
The window frames emphasized only a
thin frame in white. In order to connect
the two parts of the building, the author
has built a deep niche on the southern
side of the facade, which is provided
from the first to the fifth floor.

with an attic. The main fagcade plane,
thanks to the long terraces, contains
deep shadows that produce additional
visual tension. Window shafts are
continuously provided with the entire
height of the building. The axles consist
of double windows that are replaced by
balcony doors in the terraces.

The terraces are long, 1 meter deep,
provided continuously with the entire
length of the facade. The terraces are
made of reinforced concrete slab, which
is additionally highlighted in color. The
grip is painted white and rests on the
columns hidden behind the glass fence.
The fence is filled with reinforced glass
that gives the effect of ease. The
volume of the building was completed
with an attic 1.7 meters height.

Surface treatment

The author intention is to point out
volume rather than mass. Therefore, all
processing elements are adapted to
this goal. Facade surfaces are flat
plastered. The breakthroughs in the
facade "membrane" are accentuated
with  thin window frames colored
different. Niches (in the zone of the
terrace) do not have special design.
The side facade is painted in white with
a split on the rectangular array in the
rhythm of the skeleton. As the side
facade is examined along with the
facade of the City Tavern, it is painted
in white. The ground floor facade and
the mezzanine is covered with glass.
The glass is on the frame made of
metal profiles. The colonnade is
covered with stone tiles with a light
ocher color. The tiles are in contrast to
the color of the recessed part of the
facade. The parapet zone is processed
in stone tiles of ocher.

3. CONCLUSION

The business-residential building and
cinema, on Partisan’s Square, is an
object of a complex architectural
program. The building has a complex

Ground and mezzanine are grouped
into one whole. The other floors are
intended for housing. The large corpus
has an inverted zone of ground and
mezzanine. There is a colonnade on
the main facade line. The floor is a
whole formed by repeating the identical
floor. It is composed of flat wall
surfaces perforated with large windows
and doors. The central part of the
facade provides a terrace 1 meter
depth. The corpus ends with an attic.
The construction of the building is a
reinforced-concrete skeleton with a
filling by brick. Surface treatment of
walls is flat mortar. The ground floor is
covered with stone tiles. This object
represents an important stage in the
development of architecture in Serbia. It
is especially significant as part of the
Partisan's Square main part in Uzice.
